This teaching practice course aims to reinforce the students’ previously acquired theoretical knowledge
on education, language teaching methods, and their micro-teaching experiences by providing them with
a practical hands-on experience in English Language teaching. This Initially involves students’
observation of classes conducted by experienced teachers in an assigned school. Students are then
required to conduct their own teaching of pre-selected classes in coordination with first-teachers of the
schools. Students are observed by the first-teacher and they are observed, supervised and advised by
their Practicum (university) coordinator. The latter provides continuous guidance and feedback as the
students receive training related to various pedagogical activities and administrative practices. These
include lesson planning and their delivery modes, class and time management, motivating learners,
asking and answering class/pupils questions, and so on. This course aims at familiarizing students with
all school related issues to help them achieve the required educational standards set by the Ministry of
Education.
